Muchkunda Champa: Pterospermum acerifolium (L.) Willd.; Family- Malvaceae

It is a large-sized tree and its big, sweet-scented flowers bloom for night only. The
flowers are also used in wedding ceremonies, representing love and new beginning. In Thailand
and Bali the Muchkunda Champa is associated with spirituality and peace. It has some
commercial values as the woods are used for planks, packing case, funerary articles, suitable for
veneers, plywood, general construction works as panelling bridges, furniture, toys, etc. Flowers

are used for treatment of inflammation, ulcers, tumours and leprosy.
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
