Segun: Tectona grandis L.f.; Family- Verbenaceae

Segun is the Bengali name of Tectona grandis of the family Verbenaceae. It is known as teak in
English. The teak tree holds deep cultural significance in the traditions, folklore, and spiritual
practices societies of Southeast Asia. In religious rituals, ceremonies, and social customs, its wood is
used to craft sacred artifacts, ceremonial structures, and ornate furnishings by considering it as a
symbol of strength, resilience, and prosperity. It is one of the best timbers used for different house
hold furniture, durable, resistant to fungi. Moreover, it has some medicinal properties. Leaves yield

tannin and kernels yield a fatty oil.
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
