Krishna Bat : Ficus krishnae C. DC. Moraceae

The Krishnabat or Krishna fig tree is named after Lord Krishna, who according to the
myth, used its leaves to hide stolen butter from his mother Yashoda. This playful association led
to its other name makhankatori or "butter cup", referring to a small pouch-like structure on its
leaves. Botanically this unique morphology is due to a specialized leaf outgrowth at the laminar
base that folds to form a cup-shaped annexation. This natural pocket mirrors the myth, blending
folklore with botanical curiosity. The Krishnabat stands as a beautiful fusion of culture and plant

adaptation.
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
