Jamrul : Syzygium samarangense : Myrtaceae

Syzygium samarangense, of the family Myrtaceae, known as Jamrul in Bengali, and as Watery
Rose Apple in English, is said to have been originated in Malay and Nicobar Islands. It spread to the
Philippines and other countries in Asia 30,000 years ago. Legend states that the size of jamrul in ancient
times was as big as an elephant and that it was the favourite fruit of Lord Ganesh. The fruit even finds a
mention in several religious texts of India, such as the Ganesh Stuti. The ripe fruits are eaten as such

and are used for making syrups and beverages.
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
