Nageswar Mesua ferrea L. Calophyllaceae

It is the national tree of Sri Lanka, as well as the state tree of Indian state Mizoram
and state flower of Indian state Tripura. According to Theravada Buddhism this tree is said to have
used as the tree for achieved enlightenment, or Bodhi by four past Buddhas: Mangala, Sumana,
Revata, and Sobhithain. According to Buddhists believe, the next Buddha Maitreya will also

awaken under this tree. In Buddhist texts, it is often called Nagapuspa in Sanskrit.
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
