Rangan (White) : Pavetta indica L.; Family : Rubiaceae

Pavetta indica, of the family Rubiaceae, is native to Indo-Malayan region, often cultivated as small tree
or a large shrub. It apparently looks like Ixora (true Rangan), but has white flowers and so called as
white Rangan. It is known as White Pavetta in English, and also in Bengali as Kukurachura. Ripe fruits
and flowers are edible and can be taken both raw and cooked. Fruits are an excellent addition to
desserts, rayata etc. while flowers can be cooked in parantha, pakoras etc. The infusion of flower is
used as a cosmetic and is locally medicinal as roots are toxic, pungative and diuretic, used in urinary

disorders. Decoction of leaves is used as a lotion for ulcers and haemorrhoids.
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
