Nona: Annona reticulata L.; Family- Annonaceae

Nona fruit, botanically known as Annona reticulata, of the family Annonaceae, is native to tropical
America, now grown in many tropical countries of the world, including India. The fruit is popularly
known as Bullock's heart in English. The ripe fruit is edible. Sometimes it is also referred to as, Sita phal,

in Bengali but truly for ata, and botanically known as Annona squamosa L. and custard apple and sugar
apple in English. Ripe fruit of this plant is edible.
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
