Toon : Toona ciliata M. Roem. Meliaceae

Toona ciliata, of the family Meliaceae is distributed in the Indo-Malayan region to
Australia. It is known as Cedrela toona Roxb. in some flora. Although it is commonly known as
Toon, it is also called Australian cedar, red cedar, Burma cedar or Moulmein cedar in English.
Toon wood is much used for furniture, ceilings, floors, doors, windows, and plywood, etc. It is
the principal timber of Australia. The flowers of toon yield a dye called Gunari. Stem-bark is

used for chronic dysentery in infants.
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
