Yellow Tabebuia: Tabebuia aurea (Silva Manso) Benth. & Hook.f. ex S. Moore; Family-
Bignoniaceae

The genus Tabebuia Gomes ex DC. of the family Bigoniaceae is a tropical American one
having some cultivated ornamental plants like T. pallida, T. rosea (T. pentaphylla), T. serratifolia,
etc. including this species, native of South America, T. aurea is a cultivated ornamental plant
grown in gardens, with large yellow flowers during March when the plant is of leafless condition
(deciduous tree) and thus showing golden beauty. So, it is also commonly known in English as
golden trumpet tree, Carribbean trumpet tree or silver trumpet tree being native to the Caribbean.
But truly it is native to South America (Suriname, Brazil, Bolivia, Peru, Paraguay, Northern
Argentina). Theere is no specific mythology or any folklore associated with this plant but very
popular for its vibrant yellow flowers. It has some traditional medicinal uses as anti-
inflammatory and antioxidant properties. This plant is also a crucial resource for the endangered

Spix’s macaw.
