Jamun/Jam Syzygium cumini (L.) Skeels Myrtaceae

Jamun tree has many mythological and religious events. The Buddha remembered an
experience of sitting for meditation in the cool shade of a jambu tree when he was a child as
described in the three parallel texts (MN 36, MN 85 and MN 100) of Majjhima Nikaya. In Pali
dictionary, the Pali word jambu is referred to the Syzygium cumini which they often
translate as the Rose-apple tree. Four symbols of the jambu fruit were said to have on his right foot
of Krishna as mentioned in the Srimad Bhagavatam commentary (verse 10.30.25). the leaves of
Syzygium cumini are used in the decorations of marriage pandal in Maharashtra. Lord Rama,
during his 14-year exile, resided under a Jamun tree and consumed the fruit. Lord Megha, the God

of the Clouds, is said to have descended to Earth in the form of a Jamun tree.
