Ashfal: Dimocarpus longan Lour.; Family- Sapindaceae

Ashfal is botanically known as Dimocarpus longan of the family Sapindaceae. It has other
names as Euphoria longan (Lour.) Steud. And Nephelium longana (Lam.) Camb. It is a close cousin
of litchi (Litchi chinensis Sonn.). It is known as dragon eye, longan, longyen, long yan you, etc. It is
native of India and Sri Lanka, cultivated in China and Malay. Aril of the ripe fruit is eaten and also
used as tonic. The seeds contain Saponin used for washing hairs in China, the wood is red in colour

and are used for agricultural implements.
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
