Arjun : Terminalia arjuna (Roxb. ex DC.) Wight & Arn. Combretaceae

The tree named after the mighty warrior Arjuna, represents fortitude, tenacity, and heavenly
defence. According to Hindu mythology, the tree sprang from Vritra's blood and lymph when
Lord Indra slew the demon Vritra. The Arjuna tree is believed to have been blessed by Lord
Vishnu, making it sacred and revered in Hindu tradition. The tree is linked to the constellation
Swati and is considered auspicious for those born under this star. Some legends associate
Krishna's chariot with Arjuna trees, further solidifying its connection to divine power. Theravada
Buddhism also makes reference of the Arjuna tree, as it is the tree beneath which Anomadassi,

the tenth Lord Buddha, achieved enlightenment.
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
