Pink Cassia: Cassia javanica subsp. nodosa (Buch.-Ham. ex Roxb.) K. Larsen & S.S. Larsen;
Family- Fabaceae

Cassia javanica L. of the family Fabaceae also known as “pink shower tree", is one of the
nine auspicious trees of Southeast Asia that brings good luck and is supposed to ensure high ranks,
prosperity and victory. The flower of this plant is the provincial flower of Chainat province of
Thailand. The tree is locally known as "Balayong" and is honored through the Balayong Festival in
Puerto Princesa, Palawan in the Philippines. The pink blossoms of this tree are compared to the

cherry blossoms in Japan, and is also known as ‘Cheery Blossom of Palawan’ in the Philippines.
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
