Katsagon Fernandoa adenophylla (Wall. ex G. Don) Steenis Bignoniaceae

It is generally utilized for snakebite (in the Morigaon district, Assam, India), skin disorders
(in the Thai traditional medicine), hemorrhoids and constipation (in the Chakma tribe of
Bangladesh). The pale yellow, trumpet-shaped flowers are typically closed during the day and open

at night. The fruits are long, twisted, and sometimes hang from branches like snakes.
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
