Putranjeva: Putranjiva roxburghii Wall.; Family- Putranjivaceae

Putranjiva roxburghii of the family Putrangivaceae (- Euphorbiaceae) is also
taxonomically known by Drypetes roxburghii (Wall.) Hurusawa. Although, it is known
commonly in the name putranjiva but also known as jiaput, putijia, etc. Its fruit is also known as
in Bengali "ghurni". In colloquial Bengali the seeds of this plant is called as an allergy phal. In
English it is known as Child Life Tree or Lucky bean trice. Putranjiva in an evergreen tree
naturally growing throughout India and in South-East Asia. Besides its natural occurrence it is
more commonly grown in avenue plantation. Putranjiva is rich mythology and with traditional
uses in various culture, particularly in the Indian subcontinent and in Southeast Asian countries.
The name putranjiva itself meaning is 'son of life, in Sanskrit reflects its association with
fertility and child bearing. The association of plants with life, fertility and protection makes it a
symbolic representation of these concepts in various cultural contexts. Tree holds deep cultural
and spiritual value in Indian traditions as from the Sanskrit names “Putranjia” means life giving
to sons reflecting its symbolic association with fertility and prospereity. In Hindu rituals its
seeds are often used in sacred ceremonies to bless couples hoping for children. The ancient texts
also highlighted is role in warding off negative energies and ensuring family well-being. The
traditional use of seeds as neckless for pregnant women is believed to protect both mother and
child from evil things or harm. Tharu Tribes use the leaves in maternity room to aid in earlier
deliveries. In mythological as well as traditional beliefs this child life tree is associated with
fertility and from this it is believed that the plant can help couples to conceive children. This
plant is often used in the traditional medicine and as a protective amulet, also the seeds used in
rosaries. Moreover it is believed that the seeds of this tree is to be the protective one against
diseases and evil forces and also allergy and so the seeds are sometimes warm as amulets and
strung into necklaces. This plant is often found in association with the other plant in sacred
groves, further, emphasizing as spiritual significance. Putranjiva is also known as a traditional
medicinal plant as the leaves and the seeds are given as decoction for the remedy of cold, fever
and rheumatism. However, the wood is of least uses, only need for house-building, agricultural
implements, tool handles and turnery, etc. The seeds of putranjiva produce silver nanoparticles

through green synthesis.
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
