Lali : Aphanamixis polystachya (Wall.) R. Parker Meliaceae

Lali, botanically known as Aphanamixis polystachya is a very common tree in Indian
subcontinent. It is known as Tiktaraj, Pitaraj, etc. in Bengali and Rohituka in Sanskrit. The plant is
used medicinally and also for its timber value. Stem bark is astringent, used in the treatment of skin
diseases, fever, rheumatism, abdominal complaints, and leucorrhoea. The durable timber is used for

general carpentry, suitable for furniture, interior finishing, packing cases, tea chests, etc.
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
