Sisso: Dalbergia sissoo Roxb.; Family- Fabaceae

Dalbergia sissoo, of the family Fabaceae, known as Indian Rosewood or Shisham, holds
cultural importance in the Indian subcontinent. Though not tied to specific myths or deities, it is
valued for its strong timber and medicinal properties. It is widely used in furniture, construction,
and traditional healing. It supports both livelihoods and craftsmanship. Its role in agroforestry
further highlights its ecological and practical significance. While lacking mythological roots, its

enduring presence reflects its deep connection to daily life and culture.
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
