Swetisal: Dalbergia latifolia L.f.; Family- Fabaceae

Dalbergia latifolia L.f. of the family Fabaceae (Leguminosae) is a timber yielding plant,
with dark coloured and dense grain which is mainly used for furniture, musical instruments, etc.
Dalbergia latifolia Roxb.,is known as Sitasal, Setisal or Swetisal, etc in Bengali and in English
variously known as East Indian Rosewood, Bombay blackwood, Rosewood, Malabarz Rose
Black or East Indies Rose, etc. It ranks among finest woods for Cabinets and furniture, and also
valuable wood suitable for ornamental purposes. It is too expensive for general construction
work. Dalbergia latifolia, called as Indian Rose wood, is the source of fabulous veneers,
sometimes, wrongly known as narra which is a different Leguminous plant known as

Pterocarpus indicus Willd. There is no mythological report of this plant.
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
