Golden Pothos : Epipremnum aureum (Linden & André) G.S. Bunting; Family- Araceae

Botanically this plant is known as Epipremnum aureum (Linden & André) G.S.Bunting
belonging to the family Araceae of monocotyledons. This climbing plant is, although native of
Society Islands, but is widely cultivated in gardens and parks with different variegated coloured
leaves in the tropics. It is commonly well known by money plant as English name. As it is rarely
flowering so the owners of the flowering plant considered “in the money”. Emerald pothos is
considered as spirituality and emotional well-being find a friend. Its presence is believed to
purify the mind and peace of mind. This money plant, also sometimes known as pothos, is
cherished not only for its aesthetic appeal but also for the symbolism attached to it. The myth is
associated with Epipremnun aureum, commonly known as money plant, devil’s ivy, or golden
pothos, revolves around its symbolic association with wealth, prosperity and good luck. In many
cultures, particularly those influenced by Feng Shui, placing the plant in a home, it attracts
positive energy, good future and wealth. In many of the Asian cultures it is a beacon of wealth
and good future. In Hinduism it is linked to Lord Vishnu which symbolizes peace, prosperity

and hope.
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
